The first and last links should lie in opposite planes - this allows
hooks and attachments to point away from the load. Cut the second leg with the same number of links.

3 & 4 Leg Type: The cutting length is measured and number of links counted. Must be an odd number of links (due to secondary links on
Master Link Assembly) so hooks hang on correct plane, pointing out. Chain lengths for additional legs are cut with the same number of links. If
the reach is over five feet (1.52m), add the difference to the figures in“Cut Chain Length Needed for 5'Reach” column found in the tables on the
next few pages. If reach is less than five feet (1.52m), subtract the difference. A metal tag showing the sling reach will be attached to the sling.

Markings, Identification

If the below-the-hook lifting device consists of individu-
ally detachable lifters, then each of the individual lifters shall be
marked and tagged with their individual rated loads.

BELOW-THE-HOOK LIFTING DEVICES SHALL ONLY BE
OPERATED BY THE FOLLOWING QUALIFIED PERSONNEL:

- Personnel designated to operate the lifter.

- Trainees who are under the direct supervision of
designated personnel.

« Personnel designated to maintenance and/or conduct
testing on the lifter.

- Personnel designated to inspect the lifter.

- The operator shall ensure that the weight of the load to
be lifted along with its approximate center of gravity
have been provided, calculated, or obtained.

- The below-the-hook lifting device shall not be overloaded
beyond its manufactured rated capacity nor shall it be
utilized to handle any load that it was not designed to
handle.

- The operator shall ensure the lifting device is properly
attached to the hook, shackle, or other load handling
device.

- The operator shall ensure that the lifter is applied to the
load in accordance with the instruction manual.

- When rigging is utilized in conjunction with the lifter,
the operator shall ensure that it is not kinked and the
multiple part lines are not twisted around each other.

- The operator shall ensure that the load is correctly
distributed for the lifter prior to the lift.

- The operator shall ensure that the temperature of the
load does not exceed the maximum allowable limits of
the lifting device.

- The operator shall ensure that the load is properly
balanced and well secured with the lifting device at the
onset of the lift.

- The operator shall ensure that the lifter and the load do
not come into contact with any obstruction.

- The operator shall ensure that the lifter is sufficiently
protected from damage during use.

- The operator shall ensure that the lifter is not utilized for
side pulls or sliding the load unless explicitly authorized
by a qualified person.

- Before leaving the lifter the operator shall land any

attached load and store the lifter in an assigned location.

The operator shall ensure that suspended loads are not
left unattended.

- The operator shall ensure that no person rides the load
or the lifter.

- The operation of the lifter shall be observed prior to and

during a shift. Any observed deficiency in the lifter shall
be examined by designated personnel. Any deficiency
that constitutes a hazard shall be removed from service
and tagged "Out of Service! All hazardous deficiencies
shall be reported to qualified personnel for evaluation.

- All loads shall be guided in a manner to avoid
endangering any part of the body as it is moved,
lowered, or if it is accidentally dropped.

Miscellaneous Operating Practices

- An operator shall not utilize a below-the-hook lifter that

has an “out of service"tag or has been designated as
non-functioning.

- Only authorized personnel shall be given the authority to

remove "Out of service"tags on lifting devices.

- When not in use the below-the-hook device should be
stored in an assigned location.

- Lifter markings and tags shall not be removed or
damaged. Lifter markings and tags that are missing or
illegible shall be replaced.
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Inspection

Initial inspection:

Priortoinitial use, all new, altered, modified, or repaired lifting devices
shall be inspected by a qualified person to ensure compliance with
the provisions of the ASME B30.20 standard.

Inspection intervals:

Below-the-hook lifters in regular service require three general
types of inspection classification procedures; every lift, frequent,
and periodic. The intervals for inspection are determinant upon
the severity of use of the below-the-hook device, the extent of the
exposure to wear and tear, as well as any history of malfunction
experienced by the lifter.

Every lift inspection:
A visual examination performed by the operator of the below-the-
hook lifter conducted prior to and during every lift.

Frequent inspections:

Are comprised of visual inspections performed by either the lifter
operator or other assigned personnel (records are not required by
the ASME standard).

- Normal use - once a month

+ Heavy use — once a week to once a monthly

- Severe use - once a day to once a week

« Special or infrequent use - outlined as specified by a
qualified individual prior to and following each use.
The following items listed below shall be included within
the regular inspection schedule and shall be thoroughly
inspected and an assessment formed as to the extent of
the issue and the level of subsequent hazard resulting
from it.

« Structural deformation

« Cracks in welds or structural members

+ Excessive wear

- Loose or missing parts, tags, safety guards, fasteners,
stops, and/or housings.

- Out of adjustment conditions that interfere with the
normal operation and functionality of all mechanisms
including automatic hold and release components.

- Unreadable or missing operating control labels.

- Contact Peerless Industrial Group for replacements of
missing identification tags and nameplates
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Periodic inspections:
Are comprised of visual inspections performed by assigned
personnel who record the current condition of the below-the-
hook lifter in order to provide the basis for a continuing program
of recorded evaluation. In lieu of records, a visible inspection mark
placed on the lifter is acceptable
« Normal use - annual inspection typically

performed on-site.
« Heavy use - disassembly by a qualified individual should

be performed semi-annually in order to facilitate a

detailed inspection.
« Special or infrequent use — outlined as specified by a

qualified individual prior to and following each use

Below-the-hook lifting devices shall undergo a thorough inspection
based upon the previously defined intervals of every lift, frequent,
and periodic. Any and all issues such as the following (as listed
below) shall be investigated and a conclusion made as to if the
extent of the issue and to if it is severe enough in its nature to
represent a hazard.

« All requirements outlined within the frequent
inspection process.

+ Missing or loose nuts, bolts, or fasteners.

« Fractured gears, pulleys, sheaves, sprockets, bearings,
chain and belts.

« Excessive wear of linkages, gears, pulleys, sprockets,
sheaves, chain, belts, bearings, hardware, and other
mechanical parts.

« Excessive wear at the bail or other load bearing points.

Maintenance

Preventive maintenance:

A preventive maintenance program shall be established and be
based on recommendations made by Peerless Industrial Group. It
can be determined to be appropriate as designated by a qualified
person to add to the maintenance program following a review of
the use of the below-the-hook lifter.

Any hazards disclosed during an inspection shall be corrected
before the lifting device is put back into service. Any repairs and/
or adjustments shall be done only under the direction of or by a
qualified person.

Replacement parts shall be equivalent to the Peerless Industrial
Group's specifications.

WARNING: Observe all tie down requirements of the
Commercial Vehicle Safety Alliance (CVSA.), Federal Department
of Transportation (DOT), CCMTA (Canadian Council of Motor
Transport Administrators) or other local regulations governing
cargo restraint and tie down.

SAFE USE: Inspect all tie down components prior to each use.
Never use items that are damaged, worn or defective. Remove
them from service immediately and replace with new.

If in doubt
about the safety of a tie down component or assembly do
not use it. Tie-down chains can be repaired with an equivalent
grade repair component. Loadbinders should not be used if
any of the previous conditions exist or if the handles are bent
or distorted.

WINCHES

INSTALLATION: Mount & position the winch so that the latch/
pawl drops into the gear sprocket teeth by its own weight.
Portable and slider winches must be positioned not to interfere
with any other trailer components.

MAINTENANCE: The winch assembly should be protected
from corrosion by application of a rust inhibiting paint. Avoid
paint build up in the latch/paw! area that may inhibit the free
movement of its parts. A light oil should be used to keep these
parts moving freely to insure safe operation.

PROPER USE: The loose end of the web assembly should be
inserted through the web slot in the winch mandrel and the
excess web pulled through. After tensioning, there must be
2-3 full wraps of webbing around the mandrel. Less wraps may
result in web slippage. More wraps will cause additional strain
to be exerted on the winch assembly and reduce the load
capacity of the winch. Cable/wire rope must be used only on

winches designed for their use. To use, twist an eye on the end
of the cable with at least 2 feet of loose tail. Place the eye over
the cable pin on the winch mandrel and tighten the winch,
wrapping the cable over the loose tail a minimum of 4 times to
secure the cable from slippage.

CAUTION: Inspect all strap and winch assembly components
prior to each use for damage or deterioration. Remove dam-
aged product from service immediately and replace. Do not
attempt to repair. Use extreme caution when tensioning the
winch assembly to assure the latch/pawl is fully engaged in the
gear sprocket teeth before releasing the pressure on the winch
bar. Always keep hands and fingers away from the winch pawl.
Always make sure that the load is adequately secured prior to
movement of the vehicle using a sufficient quantity of appro-
priate strength tie downs. Never exceed the Working Load
Limit of either the tie down or the hardware/winch. Remember,
all assemblies are only as strong as their weakest point, includ-
ing the point of attachment. All component parts must meet
or exceed CVSA guidelines, Federal DOT Regulation, CCMTA
requlations as well as local regulations. Tie downs must be
checked periodically during transit and re-tensioned as need-
ed to maintain a secure load. Never modify a winch to perform
any use other than that for which it was specifically designed.
Misuse or modification of any type will result in voiding any or
all of the warranty and liability by the manufacturer/seller.

WINCH BARS

PROPER USE: Use extreme caution when tensioning the
winch/assembly to assure the latch/pawl is fully engaged in
the gear sprocket teeth before releasing the pressure on the
winch bar. Always keep hands and fingers away from the winch
pawl & keep face, head and body out of path of winch bar.

Inspect all binding components, (winch, strap assembly, chain
assembly, loadbinder) prior to each use. Never use dam-
aged or worn equipment. Remove from service and replace
with new. Do not attempt to repair. Winch bars are used
entirely at the users own risk and the use of a winch bar
demonstrates an understanding of the risks and a willingness
to accept the consequences of possible property damage,
serious personal injury and/or loss of life. When using winch
bars with winches: the tapered point of the bar must be
inserted completely through both holes in the winch cap.
Failure to insert bar correctly could cause the bar to slip and
result in serious personal injury and/or loss of life. During
tightening and before releasing the tie down assembly,

check the winch pawl to insure it has properly engaged the gear
sprocket. Always grip the winch bar at the knurled section of the
bar for increased safety.

When using winch bar with binders: only use combination winch
bars designed with a binder cradle to assist in tightening a load-
binder. Insure that the loadbinder handle is fully inserted into the
winch bar cradle and locked in place. Keep head and body out of
the path of the loadbinder handle in case of slippage or kickback.

PROPER USE: Tow chains and tow straps are designed for gen-
eral purpose towing and recovery only. They are not intended to
be used for highway towing or for extended periods of time.

Tow chains/
straps should never be used in a manner where failure of either
the chain/strap, attachments or vehicle anchor points could
result in personal injury. Keep all persons a safe distance away
from all vehicles during a tow or recovery operation.

This is the maximum safe
load that the assembly should ever be exposed to when in a like
new condition. Apply tension in a gradual and uniform manner
to avoid shock loading the assembly which could cause failure.

The following will reduce the Working Load Limit of the assembly:
a) Tip loading of hooks, twisting, kinks, knots or improper attach-
ments; b.) Deterioration of the assembly or attachments caused
by wear, usage, UV degradation, chemicals, acids, corrosion, cuts,
abrasions, high heat exposure, misuse or abuse; c.) Impact caused
by jerking or snatching. After use, inspect assembly and attach-
ments for any visible signs of damage prior to storage.

Trailer Safety Chain Guidelines

Trailer Safety Chains as defined in SAE standard J684 of
May, 2014 for Trailer Couplings, Hitches and Safety Chains -
Automotive Type:

7.1 Definitions and Purpose - "Safety Chain” is defined
as an assembly which provides a secondary means of
connection between the rear of the towing vehicle and the
front of the trailer (or towed vehicle); it includes link chain
and all attaching means. The purpose of Safety Chain is to
retain connection between the towing vehicle and trailer in
the event of separation of the trailer coupling from the ball
or the ball from the hitch, long enough to bring the vehicles
to a stop. It should not be construed that safety chains
can ensure that vehicle control or connection will be
maintained in the event of vehicle incidents such as loss
of control, rollover, jackknife, collision, etc.

For the purpose of this section:
A. The "hitch” assembly (including ball and ball support
platform) is considered part of the towing vehicle.

B. The “safety chain”is considered part of the trailer.

C. "Attaching means” are defined as the hooks, bolts,
anchorages, or other devices used to fasten or connect link
chain, or its equivalent, to the trailer tongue and to the rear of
the towing vehicle including hitch assembly devices provided
for such connection.

7.2 Strength Requirements - Fach individual safety chain,
and all attaching means, shall meet the minimum breaking
force tensile load as indicated in Table 4 (each chain and
attachment INDEPENDENTLY, NOT COMBINED), and where
applicable such load shall be applied in a direction parallel to
the trailer’s or towing vehicle’s longitudinal axis.

7.5.1 Two safety chains shall be permanently fastened (i.e,
bolted, anchored) to the trailer tongue, one on each side. The
safety chains shall be connected from the trailer tongue to the
hitch assembly or to other towing vehicle members meeting
the strength requirements of 7.2.

7.5.2 Safety chain shall be connected to the towing vehicle
and trailer so the slack of each length of chain is approximately
the same when the vehicles are aligned on a common front to
rear centerline.
